If you’re teaching in HK and
are looking for some interesting short stories to prepare for the NSS Learning English through Short
Stories elective, this is quite a good collection. It does not contain only stories of different genres,
but every story begins with a short introduction of its author(s) or its background, which helps to

boost the enjoyment in reading the stories.

They are short and most can be read in under ten
minutes. They are real attention grabbers with "Gotcha!" endings that will pique students’ interest.
Many are the first chapters of longer works that can foster a desire to read the entire selection. At
