However | respectfully submit that the author dismissed and unfortunately
misrepresented the Behaviorist position on Education and Learning without exploring that position
more fully.The example of negative reinforcement given in the book is erroneous and not based on
research of the definition. The author then proceeds employ many of the approaches discussed and
validated in Behavioral literature, after having dismissed that very literature.l would definitely
recommend this book to college faculty, however in the next edition | would recommend the author
seek a more fully rounded analysis of the research available in the field of Behavior Analysis, that is,
after all, dedicated to experimental validation of methods of Education and Learning across
populations.A good start is Dr Vargas’ book 'Behavior Analysis for Effective Teaching’ and one of
the many useful journals for such research is the JABA (Journal of Applied Behavior
